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What will happen to all the pledges that Dementia United receive?
The Lived Experience Steering Group plan to review the completed pledges forms, identify common themes and prioritise them in preparation for sharing these with the panel made up of the Greater Manchester Mayor, Chief Executive from the Alzheimer’s Society, Lived Experience members and Senior Greater Manchester Health and Social Care staff at the event. 

The intention is for questions and issues from these completed pledge forms are to be put to the panel as well as, where relevant, to put to speakers at the event that are presenting on different topics that will focus on the Dementia Well Pathway stages. These will include preventing, diagnosing, supporting, living and dying well.

We would also plan to share the themes and priorities from these completed pledges with the commissioners and locality leads for dementia from the ten boroughs of Greater Manchester. These will also inform the recommendations and report following the Event.

What is the focus of the event on Monday 6th June 2022? The 4 R’s – Reflect, Review, Refocus and Recovery. The event is intended to be a respectful reflection, acknowledging the impact of the pandemic, as well as reviewing and highlighting some of the innovations that have taken place in the last year and refocusing on recovery. 

We plan to hear from people affected by dementia as well speakers on topics that reflect the stages of the dementia pathway; these include preventing, diagnosing, living, supporting, and dying well. 

Who is the intended audience for the event on Monday 6th June 2022? This event is intended for people affected by dementia who will be invited to attend in person and/or to connect virtually. We are also really, keen, to have key stakeholders, commissioners, partners, health, and care staff connecting to the event virtually.

When is the event? Monday 6th June 2022, 11.00am - 15.15pm. The event will be held in a central Manchester location.

Is the event going to be in person? We are hoping to host a hybrid event with in-person and virtual ways of joining. We will offer people affected by dementia to attend in person, however we will also be live streaming the plenary sessions at the start and end of the event and hosting virtual and in person breakout sessions too. We are keen for groups within localities to come together and watch the live streamed event, discuss the topics presented and let us have the feedback from these discussions.
